






      The Satilla River livestock BMPs demonstration project Phase I was very successful and well received throughout the Satilla River and the Little Satilla River watershed.  The Satilla River 319 Project provided financial assistance to develop and implement seventeen (17) livestock best management practices on individual farms.  These BMPs included poultry waste storage facilities, cross fencing, pasture planting, wetland exclusion fencing , and roof runoff management. This project has increased the awareness of the financial assistance available through Georgia Environmental Protection Division to protect and enhance our soil and water for numerous farmers, landowners, and agencies.





      Phase II





       As a result of the success of this project and additional request to participate, the Seven Rivers RC&D Council requested and received approval for additional funds in the amount of $400,000 for the Phase II-Satilla River BMPs demonstration project.





       The Satilla River 319 Phase II provided financial assistance to develop and implement twenty nine (29) livestock BMPs on individual farms.  The Best Management Practices installed included Stackhouse, incinerators, fencing and pasture planting.  





       














      As a result of the accomplishments of this project, abundant request have been received to participate in the 319 program.  Currently, the Council has contacted the Georgia Soil and Water Conservation Commission to develop a partnership to implement the 319 for the Upper Satilla River Watershed.
