
      In the early 1990’s, the Cherokee Tribal Council purchased land for the initial development of the Tribal Grounds.  It was during this time that the Tribal Council first realized its desire and need for an Environmental Education Outdoor Classroom and Resource Center.  In 1995, the Tribal Council held its first homecoming Pow Wow on the Tribal Ground.  This historical celebration was held on land that was previously owned by the Cherokee people over 200 years ago.  Since that time, the Tribal Council has been very active improving the grounds, and educating the students and visitors.  The members have been diligently working with the area schools to identify the historical significance and rich cultural heritage of Native-Americans.  
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      The purpose of this project is to establish an environmental education program at the Cherokee of Georgia Tribal  Grounds located in Saint George, Georgia.  The program will be designed to promote environmental education through the development of nature trails, a guide naming varieties of tree, botanical life, aquatic plants and wildlife, and defining the Native-American Culture.      


   


       As a result, this project provides an excellent opportunity for improving the cooperation among the local, state, and federal agencies by assisting the Native American population in the community.

















      The Satilla River Soil and Water Conservation District, USDA/Natural Resources Conservation Service, Seven Rivers Resource Conservation and Development Council, Georgia Soil and Water Conservation Commission, Georgia Coastal Management Program, and the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service are all providing outreach efforts to assist the Cherokee Tribal Council with making this unique project a reality.  The partners have already provided technical and financial assistance in developing a Landscape Architectural Conceptual Plan and securing grants.





      The membership of the Tribe consist of nearly 400 members and the Tribe is only one of the three recognized tribes in the state of Georgia.  The Cherokee Tribal Grounds are located in south  Charlton County in the St. George Community off Hwy 121 on Hwy 94 West.  
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
