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          Seven Rivers RC&D and the local NRCS representatives were instrumental in assisting an area farmer with a Community Nutrient Management Grant for over $100,000.  Congressman Jack Kingston and other state officials were on hand for the dedication of the first Community Nutrient Management Facility in Georgia.  This Stackhouse will be used to store excess poultry litter from northern poultry farms until it can be safely used as nutrients for crops in the southern part of the state.
