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          After receiving the request for financial assistance from the Coffee County Agriculture Council, the Seven Rivers Ag/Forestry Committee recognized the need to assist Coffee County with the purchase of a weather station.  





          This weather station is part  of over 65 automated weather stations in Georgia.  The Georgia Automated Environmental Monitoring Network was established to collect reliable weather information for agriculture and environmental applications.  Each station monitors air temperature, relative humidity, rainfall, solar radiation, wind speed, wind direction, soil temperature at 2, 4, and 8 inch depths, atmospheric pressure, and soil moisture every 1 second.  Data is summarized at 15 minute intervals and at midnight a daily summary is calculated.  The data is updated at least hourly for all stations at www.georgiaweather.net.





           The weather station has dozen of features that will aid farmers, including calculating degree days for cotton farmers, chilling hours for fruit growers, and helping blueberry growers with frost protection.  The station also has links to forecast weather for Douglas.





           The Douglas/Coffee County Chamber of Commerce, Coffee County Farm Bureau, Ag South and Seven Rivers RC&D provided grants for the weather station.  The Council has also assisted Wayne County with the purchase of two weather stations.      
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
